1.  The West Tennessee FFA Officers shall consist of:





	A. President


	B.  Vice President


	C.  Secretary


	D.  Treasurer


	E.  Reporter


	F.  Sentinel





2.  The Chairman of the West Tennessee FFA Awards Program shall Serve as Advisor to the  West Tennessee Officers.





3.  The term of office shall be begin with the West Tennessee FFA Awards Banquet and end with the following year’s banquet.  Starting with the 2001 Banquet, the outgoing team will conduct the opening ceremony and the incoming team the closing ceremony.





4.  The West Tennessee FFA Officers shall be in their third or fourth year of High School during the major portion of the year served.  They shall hold the degree of Chapter FFA Degree at the time of election.  The candidates must have a 2.5 grade point average in order to run for West Tennessee FFA Officer.





5.  The candidates must be in good standing in their local chapter and receive the recommendation of the local advisor(s) as well as the recommendation of their high school principal and vocational director.  A letter of recommendation from the local advisor and one school official must be attached to the application.





6.  The West Tennessee FFA Officers will be responsible for any expenses incurred in fulfilling the responsibilities of their office.  Those elected will be expected to have an FFA jacket with their name and office on the front of the jacket.  The back of the jacket will contain Tennessee and Western Region.





7.  Duties of the West Tennessee FFA Officers will include be not be limited to:





	A.  Serve as the officer team for the Opening and Closing Ceremony at the West 


	      Tennessee FFA Awards banquet.





	B.  Be present at all district FFA competition that their chapter participates in.





	C.  Be present at all Regional FFA competition that their chapter participates in.





	D.  Attend meetings conducted in West Tennessee by the State FFA Officers 


	      including Goodwill Tour, Made For Excellence Conference, Workshops, etc.





	E.  Serve as good-will ambassadors for the West Tennessee FFA Awards 


	     Program.





	F.  Other activities that are deemed necessary by the West Tennessee FFA Awards 


	     Committee Chairman.





8.  Only one member per chapter may be a candidate for West Tennessee FFA Officer per year.  A chapter may have candidates on consecutive years.





9.  Election for West Tennessee FFA Officer will be held prior to the West Tennessee FFA Awards Program Banquet each year.  The Election will be based on the following criteria:





	A.  Application:			30 points


		1.  Overall Score      	5pts


		2.  FFA Activities	20 pts


		3.  School and Comm.	5 pts


	B.  Letters of Recommendation	5 points


	C.  Exam				15 points


	C.  Interview				50 points





The letters of recommendation will be from the advisor and one from a school official.





10.  The interview shall be held at a location to be determined by the West Tennessee FFA Awards Committee.  The interview committee shall consist of from five to seven adults chosen by the West Tennessee FFA Awards Committee.  One interview per candidate will be conducted.  The committee will place the candidates with the top six overall scores in the office the committee feels most appropriate.





11.  The Exam shall consist of 25 multiple choice questions dealing with the regional, state and national FFA, Agriculture and related issues dealing with the agriculture industry.  





12.  Suggested committee members are advisors, parents, alumni, supporters, past state officers and others with an interest in and a knowledge of the FFA.  Committee members should not have a direct relationship with any of the candidates.





13.  The results of the committee’s decision will be announced the day of the interviews.





A member may not run for West Tennessee Officer and Tennessee State FFA Officer during the same year.





A member may serve a maximum of one (1) year as a Regional Officer.  Once elected, a member may not run again.
